Two male college students were married in the front yard of a Des Moines residence 
this morning. The couple - Tim McQuillan and Sean Fritz, both Iowa State University 
students - obtained a marriage license at the Polk County recorder's office and got a 
judge to sign a waiver allowing them to marry today rather than wait three days, as is 
required by law.  They were married by the Rev. Mark Stringer of First Unitarian 
Church in Des Moines at 10:32 a.m. Before the ceremony, Stringer said, " Awesome.
